Re: PROJECT WEEK – Riding in the Brecon Beacons

We are delighted that your child has chosen to join us on our riding trip for Project Week.  We are confident that Pentre Riding Centre in the Brecon Beacons has all the experience, equipment and facilities needed to ensure he/she has a happy, fulfilling and unforgettable week. The Project
