Re: PROJECT WEEK – Community Service (for non-criminals!)
This is a new option for Project Week and one that I hope to continue, should it prove successful this year. The aim is to get out there and get involved in real life issues of care and concern; to take the girls beyond the usual comfort zone of FSM life. We are looking forward to getting involved – and getting our hands dirty! Yes, the group is small, but this should make the experience even better, as their direct involvement will be greater. I am confident that, even though its focus is to give, they will all gain from this experience. 
The Practicalities
Each day we will meet at 0830 in the RS classroom (7AN form room) and get ourselves organised for the day. Pick-up time will be 1700 unless otherwise specified. Home clothes should be worn each day; some days more ‘scuff-friendly’ clothing would be better, in order to preserve one’s designer-wear! The itinerary is yet to be finalised, as I am waiting to hear back from a couple of centres and may need to juggle the more flexible activities in order to accommodate these. I will post a final itinerary nearer the time so that you know exactly where we are and when. The Young First Aider qualification will be completed at school, probably over two morning sessions (the course is of 6 hours’ duration). 
Most days we will be provided with a packed lunch and snacks from school. 
I will discuss menu choices with the girls. I am also hoping that we can indulge in a fish ’n’ chip lunch on the day we work at the recreation grounds.
